2021-2022 Webinar  Descriptions  

 
August 20th  Understanding  ESE  language  is often confusing  and referred to  by many as alphabet 

Exceptional Student  soup.  This webinar will clearly explain the meanings  of those pesky  
 Education  (ESE)  acronyms and help you to better  understand such things as the ESE  

eligibility process, categories, and supports, including scholarships.  There 
 will also be time  for you to ask clarifying questions.  

September 17th   The Benefits of Least  Educating students  in the LRE has been required by federal  law since 
Restrictive 1975 based on the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA).  
Environment  (LRE)  Learn what the research says about the  positive outcomes of  educating 

You will find that LRE benefits both disabled and  
nondisabled students by providing  opportunities to  learn and work together  
and that LRE provides social and  academic experiences that could have a 
positive impact that lasts a lifetime.   

October 15th   Strategies to  Support  Homework  time  does not  have to  be stressful  when you know the  
Homework Completion  strategies and tips to  make  efficient use of the time  and energy spent  by  

you and your child. Join us to learn ways to organize and facilitate your  
child’s learning, using strategies that work for any subject area.   

November  19th  Understanding Quality Quality IEPs are developed to best meet the individualized needs of  
Individual Educational  students with disabilities,  while ensuring compliance with federal and state 
Plans  (IEPs)  laws.  Join in on this webinar to learn the various components required to  

make certain your child’s IEP meets the requirements to be considered a 
quality IEP.  

December  17th  Family Guide for at The  Family Guide for at Home Learning,  which will be  discussed  on this  
Home Learning  webinar, was developed  by the CEEDAR Center to provide practical  

strategies to help children of all ages who may be struggling to complete  
various reading, math, and/or behavioral tasks at  home.
